A slice of history

The Great Northern Hotel was constructed in 1855, is the
oldest purpose built hotel in central London and was the
first of the great railway hotels. It is Grade II listed and
sits between King's Cross and St Pancras International
Stations, providing outstanding links throughout the UK
and to mainland Europe via Eurostar services.

Today and into the future

The Great Northern Hotel will be the centrepiece of

a major new Piazza and sits at the gateway to the
development at King’s Cross, the largest central London
site in single ownership to be masterplanned and
developed for 150 years. The mix of uses, heritage
buildings and canalside setting will give vitality to the
area seven days a week.

Outline planning consent was granted for some 735,000
square metres of development over the 67 acre site.
This included 4,675 square metres of hotel/serviced
apartment use, including A1-A5 use at ground floor level
of the circa 90 bedroom Great Northern Hotel.

The Great Northern Hotel is integral to the re-development
of King’s Cross Station’s new £450m concourse and

will benefit from pedestrian routes through the Hotel at
ground floor. Works are on-site and being undertaken by
Network Rail. Overall the immediate area around the hotel
is benefitting from some £3bn of investment over the next
10-15 years.

The concourse and hotel works will be completed in time
for the London Olympics in 2012 when the ‘Javelin’ service
will link St Pancras International to the Games in Stratford
in only 7 minutes. This will ensure maximum exposure

for the property and will enable it to benefit from the
increased number of visitors to the city. The property is at
one of the major gateways to London for both domestic and
international travellers.

The market

The London hotel market has enjoyed buoyant trading

over the recent years and has demonstrated its resilience
through a succession of challenges. Even considering the
current international financial situation, the city remains a
compulsory location for all international hotel brands and is
viewed by many as the gateway to the UK hotel market.

An agreement to lease, with development responsibilities,
leading to the grant of a new 125 year lease of the
completed hotel is proposed. Offers will be invited either
for a premium and peppercorn rent or for a turnover related
rent, with a guaranteed annual minimum.
